To reduce the risk of theft it is essential
that your safe is securely fixed. Please
use the included bolts and secure to a
solid concrete floor.

For maximum performance and correct
installation a professional locksmith must
install the safe.

Follow instructions under "Using the
manual override key”.

1 Open the safe using the manual
override key.

2 Remove the battery cover located on
the rear of the door.

3 Place the batteries according to the
illustration at the back of the battery
compartment. Once the batteries
are installed, close the battery
compartment.

Before using your Yale safe you must
insert batteries. The safe requires
4 “AA” (1.5V R06) — which are included.

When batteries need changing the disp-
lay will show L{-8RE together with a
warning sound when you press (EnTer).
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' Please note, when new batteries are installed the

~  sound and display function are reset to default
settings, (code visible and sound on). Your user
code is not reset when you change batteries.

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The code may only be programmed
when the safe is unlocked: if necessary
use the override key to open the safe.

3-8 digits) then press ( 0w ). You will
now be asked to repeat the code you

just entered (the display shows ~£FERF).

Re-enter your code and press ( Ow ).

If you have forgotten your code,
use the manual override key to
open the safe and re-set the code.
